SITE RESTRICTIONS
Angel of the North – SITE PROTECTION NOTE

1 As the Angel is a listed monument all vehicles must not visually conflict with the site lines of the angel by.

· Vehicles must not be over 4m wide x 8m length x 4m High

· Vehicles will be no older than 10 years

· Vehicles livery must compliment the Site by being subtle 

2 All stages, temporary structures and stationary equipment shall be erected in locations to be agreed by the Council and due regard will be given to: -

· access for emergency vehicles

· access for pedestrians to and from the Angel
3 All vehicles, plant and equipment used in the transportation of materials to be used in the construction and fitting-out of temporary structures shall be subject to a maximum laden weight of 4 tonnes.

4 All vehicles will offer a take away service of the product tendered for i.e. the coffee station will not offer a menu that will conflict with the Ice cream unit.
5 No hot food will be offered as part of this tender.

6 All vehicles traversing or stationary on the site should be protected against oil spillage.
BALTIC SQUARE - Concessionaire Conditions of Use 

1. Any concessionaire contracted by the Council is bound by the conditions of use as below.

Site Protection
3.1
Any Concessionaires causing damage to the site are liable for charges for making good any damages caused.

3.2
All areas of Baltic Square and the South Tyne Cycle Way that are to be used by vehicles, plant and equipment shall be subject to the following protection measures:

3.2.1
The Concessionaire will not at any time block or prevent:-

· Access for emergency vehicles;

· Access for pedestrians and cyclists to and from Gateshead Millennium Bridge;

· Access for pedestrians to and from BALTIC Centre for Contemporary Art;

· Access to all areas of Gateshead Quays;

· Access to South Tyne Cycle Way.

3.2.2
All vehicles, plant and equipment used in the transportation of materials to be used in the construction and fitting-out of temporary structures shall be subject to a maximum laden weight of five (5) tonnes.

3.2.3
All vehicles, plant and equipment used on Baltic Square and its access ramps shall have rubber tyred wheels.


3.2.4
For vehicles more than 1.5 tonnes load spreading and surface 
protectors in the form of a minimum of 18mm plywood or other 
suitable material will be required.

3.2.5
For vehicles less than 1.5 tonnes temporary surfacing for driving and parking may be supplied to prevent surface marking, this will be provided to the Concessionaire and installed by the Council. 


3.2.6
All supports for temporary structures and equipment must be 
mounted on 38mm minimum thickness timber or other suitable 
material.  All ground mounted lighting units must be protected in 
a similar manner in any area where infrastructure is to be 
installed.

3.2.7
All lights, signs etc. to be positioned on permanent structures and street furniture within Baltic Square must be fixed using plastic cable-ties or similar fixings.  The location and fixing method is subject to agreement with the Council.

3.2.8
The Concessionaire is responsible for protecting any permanent structures and street furniture and liable for damages caused.

3.2.9
Trailers, caravans and motor vehicles etc. will not be permitted to park on Baltic Square during an event unless they form an integral part of the event.  Vehicles used for towing or transporting units or equipment onto the site must therefore be removed from the site before the event commences. Local parking will be at the cost of Concessionaires. For concession vehicles that have an integral engine that cannot be separated from service area, the keys for this vehicle must be handed to a designated site supervisor.

All trailer tow bar frames must be screened by boards or 
barriers to ensure they are not a hazard to pedestrians.  These 
must be safely secured.

3.2.11
All permitted vehicles and generators must use drip trays to avoid oil marks on the surface of Baltic Square. Concessionaires are responsible for their own vehicles, generators and trailers and to ensure no spillages occur.

There are no anchoring points on Baltic Square.  Use of water, 
sand or concrete ballast (with adequate surface protection) will 
be required.

The Concessionaire shall not excavate or drill pinning holes on 
Baltic Square.

there is no provision for the disposal of waste water on Baltic Square.  The discharge of water, oil, grease or any other noxious, corrosive or deleterious effluent or substance either on to Baltic Square, the sewers, drains or watercourses serving Baltic Square or into the river is forbidden. Concessionaires are required to remove their own waste from site or be liable for charges.

Should concessionaires be found to be the cause of any waste or damage then they will be liable for charges by the Council.

No vehicle is to remain on the area outside the agreed event duration without prior written permission from the Council. 3.2.1
All stages, temporary structures and equipment shall be erected in locations to be agreed by the Council and indicated on the site plan. The Concessionaire will not at any time block or prevent:-

· Access for emergency vehicles;

· Access for pedestrians to and from The Sage Gateshead;

· Access for pedestrians to and from Mill Road Car Park.

3.2.2
All vehicles, plant and equipment used in the transportation of materials to be used in the construction and fitting-out of temporary structures shall be subject to a maximum laden weight of ten (10) tonnes.


3.2.3
All vehicles, plant and equipment used on Performance Square 
shall have rubber tyred wheels.

3.2.4
Where surface marking is likely to be an issue, temporary surfacing shall be provided by the Council.
3.2.5
All supports for temporary structures and equipment should be mounted on 38mm minimum thickness timber or other suitable material.  All ground mounted lighting units must be protected in a similar manner in any area where infrastructure is to be installed.

All lights, signs etc. to be positioned on permanent structures and street furniture within Performance Square should be fixed using plastic cable-ties or similar fixings.  The location and fixing method is subject to agreement with the Council.  Nothing shall be affixed to the surrounding glass balustrade.

The Concessionaire is responsible for protecting any permanent structures and street furniture and liable for damages caused.

Concessionaires are required to remove their own waste from site or be liable for charges.

Should concessionaires be found to be the cause of any waste or damage then they will be liable for charges by the Council.

The Concessionaire will ensure that sound levels generated by the unit are reasonable and do not cause any noise nuisance to other occupiers of land or buildings in the vicinity.  If a complaint is received immediate corrective action must be taken.

The use of loud hailers for an event activity will not be permitted, unless specifically agreed with the Council in advance.  This does not apply to an emergency situation, where use is permitted.

SOUTH SHORE ROAD CAR PARK - Concessionaire Conditions of Use

1. Concessionaires should note:

i) Public Liability Insurance (a minimum of £5 million is required);

· Access for pedestrians to and from Mill Road Car Park;

· Access for pedestrians to and from the Quayside.

2.4 All vehicles, plant and equipment used in the transportation of materials to be used in the construction and fitting-out of temporary structures shall be subject to a maximum laden weight of three (3) tonnes.

2.5 All vehicles, plant and equipment used on South Shore Road Car Park shall have rubber tyred wheels.

2.6 All supports for temporary structures and equipment must be mounted on 38mm minimum thickness timber or other suitable material.

2.7 All lights, signs etc. to be positioned on permanent structures and street furniture within South Shore Road Car Park must be fixed using plastic cable-ties or similar fixings.  The location and fixing method is subject to agreement with the Council.  

2.8 The Concessionaire is responsible for protecting any permanent structures and street furniture and liable for damages caused.
